Dear Mr./Ms. <Defense Attorney’s Last Name>:
This is in reply to your letter that stated your intention to move for a dismissal for lack of prosecution.

Title 8 Calif. Code of Regs. Section 10852 states that you may file a petition for dismissal thirty days after your letter unless applicant or his attorney shows in writing some good reason for not dismissing the case.

You may not file the petition for dismissal because this letter states some good reason for not dismissing the case.  

The reason is that applicant has an appointment with the treating physician.  At that appointment it is expected that the applicant will be declared permanent and stationary.  If applicant is declared permanent and stationary applicant will file a declaration of readiness and the case will thereafter become active.

The reason is that applicant is in the process of formulating a demand for settlement of this case and will forward the demand to you.  After the demand has been sent and sufficient time for a reply has elapsed applicant will file a declaration of readiness.

The reason is that applicant has been attending regular appointments with the treating physician and the treating physician has not released applicant from treatment.  No disability evaluation can be made until the applicant is released from treatment.
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
